Motion: made by Selectman Duggan and seconded by Selectman Dowgiewicz to accept the minutes of the July, 2010 meeting

Pole Hearing – Perryville Road
Paula, a representative from National Grid, explained they were seeking to install 2 JO poles and remove 2 JO poles on Perryville Road beginning at zero feet west of the centerline of the intersection of Brookside Avenue and continuing 160’, 25’ and 100’ feet in a westerly direction. She asked if anyone had any questions. Nobody had any questions. (Attachment 1)  
Motion: Selectman Duggan seconded by Selectman Dowgiewicz to approve National Grid’s request to install 2 JO poles and remove 2 JO poles on Perryville Road beginning at zero feet west of the centerline of the intersection of Brookside Avenue and continuing 160’, 25’ and 100’ feet in a westerly direction.

Public Hearing – Class II license – Limited Industries Inc. d/b/a DRH Sales
Dean and Mary Hazard came forward. Mrs. Hazard explained they were seeking a Class II license for their property located at 4 Town Forest Road. Selectman Duggan asked the Hazards to clarify how many vehicles were going to be sold under the Class II license. He notices two different amounts were mentioned in the paperwork. Mr. Hazard stated they were would be up to ten cars allowed on the lot for sale. (Attachment 2)
Motion: made by Selectman Dowgiewicz seconded by Selectman Duggan to approve the Class II license for Limited Industries, Inc. d/b/a DRH Sales for ten (10) cars on the lot for sale contingent on proof of bond.

CMRPC Delegate & Alternate 
Mr. McAuliffe announced that Selectman Bourque has volunteered to be the CMRPC delegate. He stated they are still in need of an alternate. The Board discussed making Selectman Ricci the alternate.
Motion: made by Selectman Duggan seconded by Selectman Dowgiewicz to make Selectman Bourque the CMRPC delegate and Selectman Ricci that alternate.

Surplus Properties
Mr. McAuliffe stated Mark Becker, the Assessor, had put together packets involving surplus properties. Chairman Keefe asked about the workflow on surface property. She would like to know so the Board knows the procedure. She requested that this be provided for the next meeting. (Attachment 3)
Town Administrator’s report
Mr. McAuliffe introduced Ted Tetreault, the new Building Inspector. Chairman Keefe welcomed him. She asked for him to come to the next Board of Selectmen’s meeting so citizens become familiar with his face. She asked him his work hours. Mr. McAuliffe stated he will be working from 7:30 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. everyday. Mr. Tetreault stated he will try to bring the Town up to date on building issues. Selectman Duggan asked if he had Tech Review knowledge. Mr. Tetreault stated he would take on anything. He stated he would like to change the application process. The current one is way too long. Selectman Duggan stated the Town needed fresh ideas. Selectman Bourque stated he was very excited to hear that some of the nuisance surplus properties would be taken care of.
Mr. McAuliffe stated the street light requests have come to an end. He stated there was not a lot of overlap from last cycle to this cycle. Selectman Bourque asked how much the Town saved in shutting off the street lights. Mr. McAuliffe stated roughly sixty to seventy thousand ($60,000-$70,000) was saved.Mr. McAuliffe stated he will begin the process to go look at all the requested areas. Chairman Keefe asked to have this completed by the end of August and an update given at the following Board of Selectman’s meeting in September. (Attachment 4)
Mr. McAuliffe stated Town owned property was already addressed.
He stated a workshop regarding Surplus Property should be held before a Board of Selectman meeting. Chairman Keefe asked the Board when they would like to meet. The Board decided to meet Monday, August 23, 2010 at 7:00 P.M. Chairman Keefe stated the workshop would be held at 6:00 P.M. on that same night in the Selectman Conference Room.
Mr. McAuliffe stated he held interviews for the Board of Health Agent and the DPW Director positions.
He stated that since a lot of the summer crew for the beach is returning to college there will be no beach coverage for the last two weeks of the season. The Town will post a “Use at your own risk” sign and will not charge a fee. He stated there will still be Police beach patrol.
Mr. McAuliffe stated there was no need for Executive Session. (Attachment 5)
Motion: made by Selectman Duggan seconded by Selectman Dowgiewicz to approve the Town Administrator’s Report.

Chairman Keefe stated a public hearing to evaluate the traffic patten on New Street, Lyndale Street, and Spring Street should be scheduled for the next meeting.

Chairman Keefe stated there were a lot of paper attachments to the Board meeting minutes as required by the new Open Meeting Law. She suggested the Board vote that unless it is a new attachment that the Board did not require any old attachments.

A letter was received from the Department of Conservation and Recreation regarding a survey. Chairman Keefe would like to see if this email was received. (Attachment 7) 
An application was received from Paul Brodeur requesting appointment to the Conservation Commission. He has served on the Conservation Commission from 2003 to 2008. (Attachment 8)
Motion: made by Selectman Dowgiewicz seconded by Selectman Bourque to appoint Paul Brodeur to the Conservation Commission.
