7:03 p.m. Public Meeting — Elizabeth Fras — Amended Site Plan Review — 15 Aldrich Street —
Green Center Boarding House for Elders and Veterans
The public meeting has been tabled to the November 2, 2105 meeting.

ANR 301 120 Oxford Road — Maureen O’Connor
Applicant presented scope of work, followed by a brief discussion. Mr, Dostoler made a motion to

endorse the ANR; Ms. Moberg second; vote all in favor.

ANR 1015 School Street — Thomas Meagher
Applicant’s representative presented scope of work, followed by a brief discussion, Mr. Dostoler made a

motion to endorse the ANR; Ms. Moberg second; vote all in favor.

7:20 p.m. Public Mecting — Webster Solar, LLC, ¢/o Nexamp — Site Plan Review — 340
Thomspsen Road — Solar Development
Applicant’s representative provided the scope of work which included a six-and-a-half acre solar array
and a permanent 20-foot wide access road. Mr. Eaton provided comments and questions based on his
most recent review. Mr. LaFramboise stopped the public meeting and indicated that the Site Plan Review
would go before a public hearing on November 2, 2015. Resident Greg Finamore expressed that his
family has been paying taxes on the property for 18 years and Hubbard Hospital was “jumping the gun”
on the project. Mr, LaFramboise noted that the Planning Board is not concerned with land disputes, just
the process of Site Plan Review, which anyone can come forward with.

7:38 p.m, Public Hearing — Annual Town Meeting Zoning Bylaw Changes

Mr. LaFramboise opened the public hearing at 7:38 p.m. Ms. Donoghue explained Article 27, the
proposed solar bylaw. Discussion ensued regarding the section of financial surety and bonds. Mr.
LaFramboise indicated that it could be too binding for developers. A representative from Blue Wave
Capital, the company who is associated with the current Landfill Solar Project, stated that the section is
not unusual for other towns. Ms. Donoghue noted that the second paragraph in Section J allows the
Planning Board to waive aspects of the application at their discretion. All members of the Planning Board
were in agreement that the bylaw met the needs of future solar development in the town. Mr. Dostoler
made a motion to support Article 7, the proposed solar bylaw at the October 2015 Annual Town Meeting.

Ms. Moberg second; all in favor.

Ms. Donoghue explained Article 28 as the Town of Webster zoning map shows a zoning district B/I
which has no definition in the bylaw. This article will remove this district from the map. The affected
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parcels will revert to either Industrial Zone (transfer station, Guardian, and Lelanite) or Business 5, those
parcels south of Lenanitc to Gore Road. Ms. Moberg made a motion to support Article 28 at the October
2015 Annual Town Meeting. Mr, Dostoler second; all in favor.

Ms. Donoghue explained Article 29 as the Lake Residential Zoning district contains seven parcels that
front Thompson Road but are separated from the lake by Route 395, The addresses are from 117
Thompson Road to 125 Thompson Road. This article changes the zoning district of these parcels to
Business 5, which allows both businesses as well as single family residential. Ms. Moberg made a motion
to support Article 29 at the October 2015 Annual Town Meeting, Mr. Dostoler second; all in favor.

Ms. Donoghue explained Article 30 as this article was a citizen petition that was ruled out of order by the
Moderator at the previous annual town meeting. The Town is now sponsoring this articles which would
change the zoning district of 264 North Main Street from Single Family Residential to Industrial. Mr.
LaFramboise suggested that the lot next to 264 North Main Street also be added. Mr. Dostoler made a
motion to support Article 30 at the October 2015 Annual Town Meeting with the condition that the lot
next to be added to the bylaw change on the Town Meeting Floor. Ms. Moberg second; all in favor.

Ms. Donoghue explained Article 31 as this article was a citizen petition that was ruled out of order by the
Moderator at the previous annual town meeting. The Town is now sponsoring this articles which would
change the zoning district of 37 Sutton Road from Industrial to Business 5. Ms, Moberg made a motion
to support Article 31 at the October 2015 Annual Town Meeting. Mr. Dostoler second; all in favor.

Ms. Donoghue noted that Article 34 was a Citizen’s Petition. The petitioner was present and explained
that his half of the property was currently zoned Lake Residential and the other half Business 5. He noted
that he wanted to sell the property and to make it more enticing for buyers, he would like to have the
entire property contiguously zoned Business 5. Mr. Dostoler made a motion to support Article 34 at the
October 2015 Annual Town Meeting. Ms. Moberg second; all in favor.

Ms. Donoghue stated that Article 35 was a Citizen’s Petition, but the petitioner was not present. The Article
requests to see if the Town will vote to amend Chapter 650 Zoning Bylaw of the Town of Webster Article

IV — District Regulations Section 650-14 District 1 Sing Fam. Residential by adding the following permitted
use to Section A — Uses Permitted:

(8)  The keeping of 6 laying hens or fewer for personal use, Hens must be confined at all times
and not permitted to run at large.

Mr. LaFramboise suggested that the Article be referred to the sponsor. Mr. Dostoler made a motion to
refer Article 35 to the sponsor. Mr. LaFramboise second; all in favor.

Mz. Dostoler made a motion to close the public hearing. Ms. Moberg second; all in favor.
Mr. Dostoler made a motion for the meeting to adjourn. Ms. Moberg second; all in favor.
