RE: Marijuana Grow Discovered 

 On June 5th at approximately 0024 hours, the Webster Police Department received several calls 

reporting a disturbance coming from 5 Lake Parkway. Responding officers investigated an initial report 

of a domestic assault between the Kristy Shea and Sharon Newkirk. While officers were there, they 

discovered that two of the occupants were involved in growing Marijuana in the basement of the house. 

 Sergeant Thomas Ralph wrote a search warrant which was executed and numerous Marijuana 

plants, as well as a large amount of sophisticated equipment used to cultivate Marijuana were seized. 

This location had the potential to grow a substantial amount of plants, far more than for personal use.  

 All parties were arraigned on June 5th at Dudley District Court. As a result the following persons 

were charged with the following offenses:
